Extensive

These responses identify a reason for all three moves, even though the reasons for all the moves are 
not explicitly discussed in the article. These responses go beyond simply restating the article to 
interpret some of the information provided in the article as it relates to the moves.

Essential

These responses identify a reason for three of the moves discussed in the article. The reasons may be 
brief or simple restatements of information in the article as long as they are logical and taken from the 
passage.

Partial

These responses discuss reasons for only one or two of the moves described in the article. They receive 
credit for one explanation if they state that the article did not provide possible reasons for the first 
move.

Unsatisfactory

These responses do not identify the reasons provided by the article for any of the moves that were 
made by the Anasazi. These responses may provide some facts about the Anasazi but do not relate 
them to any of the moves.
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
